From the keyboard of the VP

Hi members, in keeping with the electric information I've been spouting out lately | wanted to mention what a few
flyers have experienced problems with their Lipo batteries not working properly. It was determined in at least three
of the four cases that the battery packs seemed to have a bad cell that wouldn't take a charge and didn’t provide
enough current to the motor. After evaluation it was found that the charger balancing was improper, so make sure
the balancer is set up or working properly.

In my personal case my battery had gotten too low and | landed in the old rock pile and it took long enough to
recover it and the battery voltage fell below the point one of my two chargers wouldn’t charge it. | found my other
charger would accept a lower cell threshold and it charged it back up, I'm still using it.

This is a around about way of suggesting that you try another charger, or balancer, before tossing the battery. All
the manufacturers tell us that proper balancing will extend the life of the battery.

I will also say that in my limited experience of flying electrics | have found that it's over discharge or over current
that ruins the battery. Over current usually causes the battery to outgas and swell up. Once that happens the
battery just continues to degrade until its useless. If this happens to you the correct way to trash the battery is to
cut the leads and soak it in salt water for a few days, then toss it.

| hope all those at the recent slow stick combat had fun | know | did. You just can’t beat free food and drinks.

From the Secretary’s Desk

The eastern boundary of our flying space has been conspicuously marked with a 6' by 3 1/2' yellow and black “NO FLY
ZONE" sign. The concrete bumpers on the last 100 feet of the eastern end of the runway have been painted bright yellow.
Nine additional bumpers and a line of boulders have also been painted yellow. All of these marking are there for one
purpose: To show you, the pilots, where the eastern boundary of our airspace is located.

Never fly beyond these markers!

On another subject, I'd like to remind all of our members that your adherence to the Club’s Safety and Field Rules is a
condition of your membership. Some of our members apparently feel it's okay to pilot their models while standing on the
runway, the taxiway or in the pit. Some use the taxiway or the pit for takeoffs of planes and helicopters. Some disregard
the taxiway’s “Engine-Off” limit-line and taxi under power into the pit. Not only are these activities thoughtless and some-
times risky, but they convey to others that the Safety and Field Rules are just for chumps, encouraging others to demon-
strate similar disregard.

After observing these acts of disregard for the Club’s Safety and Field Rules | wonder “Why?”

Could it be that some of our members are still ignorant of the rules even after they were mailed to everyone in the June
newsletter? Or is it something else? | believe the Board members would benefit from some feedback regarding the Club’s
Safety and Field. I'd like to know what you think:

1 The rules are unreasonably restrictive and spoil the fun of flying.

2 The rules should apply to others but not to me.

3 The rules are for mindless idiots who cannot think for themselves.

4 Each person should be entitled to pick and choose, based on individual skill level, mood and ego.
6 Perhaps everyone should become familiar with, and follow the Safety and Field Rules.

Last Minute Update

It has come to the attention of the Board that there is a significant safety concern about the close proximity of helicop-
ters flying near the helipad and the pilot stations paralleling the runway. Following the shortening of the runway in Febru-
ary, three pilot station pads that used to be located east of the taxiway were relocated west of the western group of
existing pads. This was done to get all six pilot stations closer to the center of the remaining 500' of runway. Unfortunately,
the westerly pads are uncomfortably close to the helipad and any helicopters flying in this area. For fixed-wing pilots flying
from the westerly pilot stations, having a helicopter flying behind their back at 30-60' distance is unnerving and is risking a
potentially disastrous accident.

Until the EC has time to research this issue and explore ways to mitigate the risk, we ask everyone to exercise extreme
care and courtesy to others who share our limited airspace. Remember also that helicopters are welcome to fly from the
runway over the same airspace as used by fixed-wing aircraft. If you are flying a helicopter in this area, the Safety and
Field Rules require you to stand at one of the pilot stations, just as is the case for fixed-wing pilots.
